-ISSUED PHOTO ID to be granted access to the school. Once your 

ID has been scanned and logged, it will remain in the system and 

you will not have to scan it again.  

All visitors, even parents who regularly volunteer, MUST SIGN IN AT 

THE OFFICE if they are visiting during school hours and MUST SIGN 

OUT upon leaving. Drop -off and dismissal are excepted. Please 

refer to the enclosed parent letter, which will also be posted on 

the website.
